Waitangi Day recycling/waste collection reminder 
 

Residents in Appleby, Kew, Kingswell, Clifton and Tisbury are reminded that 
Waitangi Day falls on a Friday this year, so their recycling and waste collection will 
take place on the Saturday instead. 
 
Mr Greenwood asked residents to ensure bins are placed at kerbside by 7.30 am as 
collections may be earlier than normal and he asked residents not to leave wheelie 
bins out overnight because that was often when vandalism occurred.
